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"Higher Love", released in 1986, was Steve Winwood’s first number one hit. It was the
first single released from his third solo album, Back in the High Life, and earned Grammy
Awards for Best Male Pop Vocal Performance and Record of the Year. Chaka Khan
provided the background vocals.*

Winwood, from Birmingham England, was virtually born into the music business in 1948.
He played guitar in his father's band in 1957 at the age of nine, and co-founded the
Spencer Davis Group at age 15. To date, he has logged one of the most esteemed
careers of the rock era, one that spans more than 40 years. He has clearly notched his
place in history both as a solo artist and as a member of such celebrated bands as the
Spencer Davis Group, Traffic and Blind Faith. He has recorded with the biggest names
in the business -- from George Harrison and Jimi Hendrix to Muddy Waters and John
Lee Hooker. In 1981 he released his solo “Arc of a Diver” project, in which he produced,
engineered, mixed, sang and played every instrument for every song on the album —
including the top ten hit "While You See a Chance". Other Winwood hits include “Can't
Find My Way Home”, "Gimme Some Lovin™, “I'm A Man”, “Back In The High Life",
“Valerie”, and “Roll With It".2

From an interview with Steve Winwood:*

Interviewer: “Your music has always been spiritual. On the new album Junction Seven,
though, there are many overt references to God in both the lyrics and liner notes. Can
you discuss the especially prominent role of religion in your new music?”

Steve Winwood: “Well, | was brought up as a Christian in the Church of England, the
"High" Church of England (sometimes called "Anglo-Catholic"), but it was basically
Anglican. As a young boy, | was a choir boy and server, and in fact, many of my musical
influences come from Hymnals, Psalters and organ music from the English Church and
from music that | heard during that period. In 1962, around the age of 14, | drifted away
from the church, although | have always been interested in anything religious and
spiritual, having read books by Lopsang Rampa, Lyle Roberts, Brinsley Lepour Trench,
Thomas Merton, and people like that. However, it wasn't until | met my wife in 1985 and
began to think about a family that | became again interested in Christianity. The writer
C.S. Lewis has had a big influence on my beliefs. As far as my music is concerned, for
the moment, my aim is to write secular music, as opposed to religious music, although
perhaps with a moral or spiritual message. However, in the future, | may attempt
something more of a religious nature.”
